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ABSTRACT 

The present study tries to effects analyze of storytelling on social and language development of 

4-6 years old children of second region in Shiraz. The method of  study was  semi experimental 

and the statistical population were preschool children of Shiraz city that were 2238 girls and 

boys  from welfare, that  through cluster random sampling 60 children selected (30 girls, 30 

boys) and divided into two groups of experimental and control groups. The experimental group 

participated in story telling activity for 16 sessions of 45 minutes in 8 weeks. Social and 

language development of both groups in pretest and posttest assessed by way land„ssocial 

development scale and language development of Toldp3. For analyzing data t-test and analysis 

of covariance were used. Results showed that telling story was effective in social development 

and its dimensions   (self-help in eating, self-help in dressing, self-direction, sociability, language 

communication, occupation, and locomotion), but was not effective in general self-help. Telling 

story was effective in language development and its components ( imaging words,Connective 

words, verbal words, grammar comprehension, sentence imitation, grammar completing , 

distraction and word analysis) , but was not effective in word production „s dimension. Story 
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telling also significantly made difference in social development of boys and girls the girls have 

higher mean thanboys, but did not make any significant difference on language development in 

boys and girls.

Language is a social 

phenomenon the many functions and features 

to gain the interactions between humans. In 

the areas of development (social, emotional,

Woods, 2002). In this regard, one of the most 

effective tools to foster storytelling as saw in 

this era a major impact on all aspects of 

children's growth. A story telling techniques 

and programs that can help the growth and 

development of language in children. 

Storytelling and story reading, including in 

the context of pre-school learning activities 

that play a key role in the development of 

language And children through stories is 

exposed to many elements of language 

(Osareh, 2011). Children listen to stories are 

provided for illustration.

language development in preschool children 

in addition to family, school, teachers and 

classmates, which the child's learning 

provides a Child of view, pattern making and 

duplication of verbal behavior helps them to 

develop their speaking.The cognitive theorists 

emphasize the existence of certain cognitive 

capacities for language development, it is also 

undeniable importance of environmental 

influences on language learning are also 

discussed, and social communication, one of 

the languages they know [8].The evolution of

If performance is 

a problem child, is associated with adverse 

outcomes. [7],The lack of a positive 

relationship between language development 

and behavioral problems in children has 

increased. [8], stated that a significant 

relationship exists between deficits in 

language development and social problems, 

which ultimately led to the low educational 

attainment of the child in the school.Language 

acquisition in pre-school, an essential tool for 

success in business is the social behavior and 

academic achievement [3]. Training in social 

development is one of the tasks of the 

education system,It is obvious that the 

understanding of concepts in the form of 

stories as a teaching tool to convey an 

undeniable learning materials that can exist in 

the context of the story Gradually the children 

in the correct relationships with others and 

help them to accept social responsibility to 

perform assigned duties, the proper 

orientation of the building continue to help 

their community [1]. Works by professional

Storytelling can lead to 

accelerated communication and audience 

engagement, but also help to better 

understand the frame of mind of the child and 

raise the accuracy and contribute to the 

increase in the child's attention span

stories are indirectly empowers children to 

cope with difficulties and disasters [2].Use the 

tone and facial lines, in a word, it means that 

the storyteller's tone and face, while the

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cheerful, happy and smiling cause [9]. Social, 

activities such as participating in group games 

with other children, participate in competitive 

games and dates [3]. [1] in their study 

concluded that the language in pre-school 

students who have passed courses to the 

students who have passed the period of more 

the language, they In this study, no significant 

difference was observed between males and 

females in terms of language development. 

Hejazi (2006) concluded that the studies on 

children 4-6 storytelling skills to enhance and 

strengthen the imagination of children and 

stimulate inventiveness and creativity in 

children. Hamilton (2006) in a study titled 

"children's story called" The teaching and 

practice of storytelling in the classroom, the 

role and importance of storytelling in the 

teaching and learning of deals This method is 

the simplest and oldest teaching methods 

named. [5] investigated the role of storytelling 

in the classroom of life came to the 

conclusion that the storytelling community 

development, engagement and awareness and 

creativity as well as increase vocabulary and 

language abilities of children be well 

understood. [4] a study to conclude that 

students interact with teachers and parents, 

playing with other children, talking with them 

and reading to them, including growth factors 

and children's language acquisition is 

considered. In their study concluded that the 

use of oral language opportunities at home 

and at school and encourage children to speak 

at a younger age and later, More linguistic 

growth and social development should be 

enhanced accordingly [3]. 

METHODS 

In this semi-experimental research method 

was used. The pre-test and post-test groups 

and control groups, the two groups were 

assessed twice. The first assessment of the 

implementation of the pre-test and the second 

test group was assessed after the storytelling; 

the performances of the two tests were 

performed in both groups. 

The Population Sample  

The target population: all 6-4 year old 

beginners District 2 cities the 2013-2014 

school year in pre-school education centers 

under Welfare and including 2238 male and 

female subjects. 

A sample of 60 children 4-6 years old, the 

second of two preschoolers who were being 

monitored, the cluster were selected. Of these 

30 girls and 30 boys were divided into two 

control groups (each group of 15 girls and 15 

boys). Data in the study of language 

development test Vineland Social Maturity 

Scale was used as Told p3. 
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Analysis of Data 

The mean and standard deviation to describe 

data and to analyze the data in the first and 

second hypotheses univariate analysis of 

covariance and multivariate analysis of 

covariance (Mankova), and the third and 

fourth hypotheses, the t test was used.The 

extracted data using inferential statistics were 

performed using SPSS statistical software.

manner, so storytelling can have a great 

influence on the social development of 

children. General comparisons between test 

and control groups with respect to self-help, 

this study suggests that storytelling has not 

caused significant effect on general self-help 

component of the survey findings Kartlej 

Results are consistent Nothing. By reviewing 

the literature, it became apparent that the use 

of storytelling can be many factors of social 

development, which includes compliance, 

controlling anger, shyness was increased 

reduction However, research to find effective 

storytelling on social development component 

is adjusted according to the Vineland scale, 

that research on the impact of storytelling on 

the Vineland Social Development component 

not found.
